SUCCULENTS OF THE MONTH
MINI-SHOW FEBRUARY 2006

PACHYPHYTUM, SEDUM, GRAPTOPETALUM

PACHYPHYTUM is a genus of 12 or more
species of rosette forming perennial succulents
from dry parts of Mexico. They are closely
related to Echeveria with which they can
hybridize. They have branching spreading stems
with swollen fleshy simple leaves that are dark
green, yellow to white frosted depending on the
species. The bell shaped flowers are on few
branched racemes occurring in spring.

P.compacta, thick plant, is a compact succulent
with lance shaped leaves that are white frosted
to | 1/4 inches long. They have racemes of 3 to
10 pendent blue tipped orange red flowers.

P. oviferum is commonly called moonstones or
sugar almond plant because of its oval white
frosted light green leaves. It has racemes of 10
to 15 vivid red or orange red flowers1/2 inch long
winter to spring.

P. viride has stems thickly set with yellowish
leaves to 6 inches long. It has reddish flowers in

spring.

SEDUM is a genus of about 400 species that are
extremely variable. The different species grow as
annuals, biennials, perennials, subshrubs, or
shrubs, most of which are succulent. They are
widely distributed mostly in the mountains of N.
America, Europe, and Asia but also in arid areas
of S. America.

S. acre called golden carpet is a vigorous mat
forming evergreen perennial with crowded spirals
of 1/4 inch long succulent leaves. In summer it
blooms with masses of yellow star shaped
flowers each about ¥z inch across. It is native to
Turkey, Europe and N. Africa.

S. dasyphyllum is and attractive light blue cover
plant with many horizontal branching stems
densely covered with oval leaves 1/8 to 1/4 inch
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long. It is native to the Mediterranean countries.

S. morganianus, the burro's tail, has hanging
branches covered entirely with fleshy light
greenish blue leaves about 3/4 inch long. It
makes and attractive hanging basket or hanging
over a wall. It comes from Mexico.

S. multiceps is a very small shrubby succulent
resembling a miniature Joshua tree. It is a
branching shrublet to 5 inches tall with dense
clusters of narrow green leaves at the branch
tips. It comes from Algeria.

S. nussbaumerianum forms a small shrub with
horizontal branching stems covered with yellow
pointed leaves edged in red about 1 % inches
long. A native of Mexico it blooms in spring with
clusters of 3/4 inch white stars.

S. pachyphyllum from Mexico forms a 1 foot
high many branched shrub with clusters of
cylindrical, pale blue green leaves about 1 inch
long. It has orange yellow star flowers.

S. praealtum of Mexico is a branchy shrub up to
5 feet tall with simple succulent rounded leaves
2 inches long. Itis good for a low maintenance
informal hedge with minimum care. It will reward
you with masses of yellow flowers spring or early
summer.

S. praealtum cristatum is the crested form with
branch fans topped with a dense row if smaller
leaves. It makes a fascinating specimen plant.

S. rubrotinctum syn. S. guatemalense, is
commonly known as the jelly bean plant. Itis a
shrublet with many arching branched stems often
with hanging roots. The stems are crowded with
green and red leaves club shaped 3/4 inch long.
It comes from Mexico.

S. spathulifolium, syn. S. californicum is a
mat forming plant of our local mountains in shady
areas above 5000 feet elevation. This branchy
miniature is densely clothed with %2 inch rounded
leaves and can bloom in summer with masses of
bright yellow flowers. It will not survive our



summers here in the low lands, but | have tried.
It is native to mountains of California northward
into British Columbia. In the high Sierra Nevada
| have found it growing at over 10,000 feet on
rocky outcrops.

S spectabile known as the showy stonecrop is
a clump forming succulent that is deciduous,
dying to the ground in fall and sprouting again
next spring. It grows clusters of unbranched
stems up to 18 inches high with whorls of oval
light green leaves to 3 inches long. In late
summer each branch tip will bloom in a large flat
cluster of white to pink flowers depending on the
variety. It comes from China, Japan and Korea.

GRAPTOPETALUM is a genus of about 12
species of perennial succulents from the
southern U.S. and Mexico. Most species have
rosettes of succulent leaves and showy flowers
making them good pot plants.

G. bellum, syn. Tacitus bellum, is a compact
succulent with a basal rosette of whorled gray
green leaves to 3 inches across. In late spring it
will produce very showy pink or red star flowers
each about 1 inch across. It also comes from
Mexico.

G. paraguayensis if the odd one of the genus
with long branches sprawling in all directions a
foot or more. It has pink tinged light gray green
leaves up to 3 inches long. It has common
names of ghost plant and mother of pearl plant.
It has large open clusters of white star flowers
with red spots each up to 3/4 inch across in early

spring.
